Test for Alcohol 
Most aircraft engines advise against using automo-
tive gasoline that contains alcohol.  The conven-
tional test for alcohol is to add a known amount of 
water to a sample of gasoline and after shaking it 
up, look for an  increase in the volume of the wa-
ter.  The theory is that the alcohol will combine 
with the water, increasing it’s volume.  A rain 
guage tube, calibrated in ml works well. 
 The Quick Check tester below is available 
whereby adding one drop of this liquid in a 2oz. 
sample of autogas will detect alcohol and/or water.  

The amount is 
determined by a 
color change.  
You use one 
drop per test. 
The kit costs 
$31.95.
